COURSE DESCRIPTION

Under the supervision of their instructor, students will research and target a number of companies to mail promotional mailers to all relevant departments within each company.  Professional working entertainment artists will review and critique student’s portfolios, giving students another opportunity to perfect their portfolio before presenting it to real world job opportunities.
